In a small clearing in magical
Hallinhag Wood lie the Poetry
Stones. The lines inscribed on
the three rocks are from two

poems by Kathleen Raine,
a resident of Martindale

during the 1940s.

A celebration of Dorothy
Wordsworth’s writing and her
influence on brother William’s
poetry. Carved on the gate are
Dorothy’s own words from her
journal, describing the daffodils

they had seen along the
lakeshore near this spot.

The Sitting
Stone

Alfred Wainwright described
Ullswater as “that loveliest of

lakes, curving gracefully into the
far distance”. This Sitting Stone,
carved with Wainwright’s words,
invites walkers to pause a while

and take in the beautiful
form of this “loveliest of

lakes”.

Memorial

Plaque
A memorial celebrating

the Ullswater Preservation
Society and Norman Lord
Birkett QC who, in 1962,

saved Ullswater from
becoming a reservoir.

On a wall near Eusemere,

this plaque commemorates the
crucial role played by Thomas
Clarkson in the abolition of the

slave trade.

Patterdale Post Office
In 1955, Alfred Wainwright took his
newly-published guide, The Eastern
Fells, to Patterdale Post Office shop

copies of Wainwright’s first

guidebook to the fells.

Pooley Bridge
Fish Monument

The Fish Monument is a
reminder that Pooley Bridge

began as a fishing village. It stands
on the site of a similar one built
in the 12th century to celebrate

King John granting the right
to hold a fish market in the

village square.

Roman Seat
Sheep shelters, burial

mounds, dry-stone walls
and ancient stone circles.

Barton Fell has them all, and
now, just below the 2000 year-

old Roman Road is a curved
stone seat, with fine views

over the lakes and fells.

treefolds in Cumbria created

by Harriet Fraser and Rob Fraser
(somewhere-nowhere.com) to

mark the UK Tree Charter and as
a legacy of The Long View, which,
through seven Cumbrian trees,

highlights the value and

Herdwick
Stones

The Herdwick Stones celebrate
the Lake District’s native sheep,

the Herdwick, and the area’s
sheep-farming heritage. The three

stones display the first three
numbers in the special counting

system shepherds use to
count their flock.
